Here are your individual programming assignments. All are based on Programs 2_1 to 2_5.

Prog2_6 - allow the user to input the radius and height of a cylinder. Calculate and output the volume and surface area.

Prog2_7 - allow the user to input the radius of a sphere. Calculate and output the volume and surface area.

Prog2_8 - allow the user to input the value of x for Euler's number e. Calculate and output the value of e.

Prog2_9 - allow the user to input the number of sides for an inscribed regular polygon in a circle of radius 1. Compute and output the value of PI.

Prog2_10 - allow the user to input a number, then determine whether or not it is a multiple of 7.

Prog2_11 - allow the user to input a number, then output the 2nd, 3rd, and 4th power of the number.

Prog2_12 - allow the user to input the edge of a cube, then output the

internal diagonal of the cube.

Prog2_13 - allow the user to input the number of cubic inches in an automobile engine. Then output the number of Liters.

Prog2_14 - allow the user to input the height of a cylinder of radius 10 inches. Then output the volume of the cylinder.

Prog2_15 - allow the user to input the volume of a mass of concrete. Then output the length of a slab 4 inches thick and 4 feet wide.

Prog2_16 - allow the user to input the height of a human in inches. Output the height in feet and inches.

Prog2_17 - allow the user to input the density of a spherical metal object of radius 1.0 cm. Then output the mass.
